To ensure safe and efficient operation of Public School buses in Arkansas, the Division
of Public School Academic Facilities and Transportation has promulgated rules
governing maintenance and operation of public school buses and physical examinations
of school bus drivers.

Eureka Springs Public Schools Transportation Department consists of eight bus routes.

Mr. John Kesler, Transportation Director heads the department. The routes are listed
below:

Bus #27 (Green Patch) driven by Mr. Kelly Swofford is one of three bus routes that
cover the Holiday Island area. This route consists of Twin Peaks, Hillside, H. I. post
office, Shields, Lakeside, Bandy.

Bus #24 (Orange Patch) driven by Mr. Earl Hyatt covers the area of Tads, Victoria
Woods, Hayes Street, Bavarian Inn and west of Eureka Springs, Anglers Grill, Highway
187 Loop, Mundell Road, (Grassy Knob area) and the Lake Leatherwood Soccer Field
(old 62W).

Bus #26 (Blue Patch) driven by Mrs. Kelly Otterman is one of three bus routes that
cover the Holiday Island area. It encompasses the area of Hwy. 23 North, Sewer Plant,
Gaskins Cabin, Sunfest, All the way to the State Line, Upper Holiday Island, Venus,
County Line and Stateline Roads. Sunview, Suntop, Sunset roads.

Bus #20 (Black Patch) driven by Mr. Matt Eckman consists of Highway 187 North
through the Beaver area, Busch, Highway 62 West and the old high school.

Bus #22 (Silver Patch) driven by Mr. Glen Brownlee covers the area east of Eureka
Springs. The route consists of Onyx Cave Road, County Road 309 (Rockhouse Rd),
Highway 62 East to Cherokee Mountain Gallery and Rocky Top Rd., and Passion Play
Rd.

Bus #19 (Brown Patch) driven by Mr. Jason Armer covers the area of Highway 23
South to Chana’s Corner at Highway 127 West. Stops include Turpentine Creek,
Swade’s Field, CR 108, CR 1081, Williams Body Shop, Deer Lane, Lake Lucerne Rd.
Bus #21 (Red Patch) driven by Mr. Wayne Basile is one of three bus routes that
cover the Holiday Island area. This route consists of Holiday Island Road, Stateline
Road, Summit Road, H.I. Drive, Sunrise, Mercury, and Wild Turkey

Bus # 25 (White Patch) driven by Mr. John Kesler covers the area within town. Stops
include College St, Hart’s, Subway, O’Reilly’s, Pivot Rock Rd and Dairy Hollow Rd. All
of Main St. Downtown to include... Cat House, Court House, Mud Street, Grand Central
Hotel, Mill Hollow, Train Station
