As we begin the second half of the school year, we have already begun planning for 2024-25.

You and your child should discuss courses for the upcoming school year. The scheduling portal will
open in mid-March and you will select your course requests online by logging into the OnCourse
grade portal using the same link always used http://mygradeportal.com. To select courses, you must
use the student OnCourse account.

Starting the week of March 4, all students will meet with counselors to view the course selection
process. The portal for course requests will be open from March 5™ through March 19*. While some
schedules may line up without conflict, there still may be a need for a scheduling meeting to work
out final details of their respective 2024-25 schedules. In that event, the student/parent would be
notified about some of the course conflicts to make final course decisions based on availability.

In choosing courses for the upcoming year, please be mindful of a few things. First, courses are
subject to availability and demand. Upperclassmen tend to have more flexibility and seniority in
their schedules for elective options, while our younger students tend to have more of a "fixed"
schedule to satisty required core courses. We encourage students to select an alternate course should
their first choice not be available.
