RSU	12	does	not	provide	high	school	transportation.		Many	local	high	schools	
send	buses	to	our	towns	to	transport	students	to	their	school.	The	Town	of	
Chelsea	is	the	only	town	that	will	provide	funds	for	morning	and	afternoon	
bus	runs	for	high	school	students	to	meet	their	high	school	bus	connections.
