‭Erie County Technical School students, grades ten through‬
‭twelve, are enrolled at Fairview for half day and ECTS the‬
‭other half. Seats are limited. Therefore, these students must‬
‭submit an application and be accepted into their desired‬
‭program. Students receive honors weight for their second and‬
‭third year courses and  are factored into their GPA. In order to‬
‭meet the demands of the ECTS Program, these students are‬
‭only required to complete 3 credits of science and social‬
‭studies.‬

‭DUAL ENROLLMENT (DE)‬
‭Junior and Senior students can dual enroll in college-level‬
‭courses.  Students receive weight for these courses and are‬
‭factored into their GPA.‬

‭●‬ ‭REGIONAL CHOICE INITIATIVE (RCI)‬
‭RCI is a dual enrollment partnership with Gannon and‬
‭Mercyhurst Universities. Classes are taught by college‬
‭professors who utilize the college curriculum. Enrollees are‬
‭local area high school junior and senior level students.‬
‭Students receive weight for these courses and are factored into‬
‭their GPA.‬

‭●‬ ‭ROBERT MORRIS UNIVERSITY (RMU)‬
‭RMU  is a dual enrollment program with Robert Morris‬
‭University. RMU courses are taught at Fairview High School‬
‭by Fairview staff hired by RMU. Students receive weight for‬
‭these courses and are factored into their GPA.‬

‭●‬ ‭PROJECT LEAD THE WAY‬
‭Project Lead the Way is a STEM based learning opportunity‬
‭that takes solace at Fairview High School. At the completion‬
‭of the course, students take the Project Lead the Way exam  to‬
‭earn dual enrollment credit at participating universities.‬
