● He created an app to detect TB by analyzing a patient’s cough using a smartphone. 

● TB is the leading cause of infectious mortality worldwide, with 80% of the deaths occurring 

in low- and middle-income nations.

Earlier in his senior year, Suda 

applied his love for artificial intelligence to create an app to detect Tuberculosis. The app, 

recognized at national and international science fairs, allows a patient to record a cough using 

an iPhone microphone. The app holds hope, especially for children who experience difficulty in 

producing sputum for laboratory diagnosis. TB is responsible 1.3 million deaths yearly. He has 

also been recognized as a Rise Global Winner; a designation provided by the Rhodes Trust 

which selects 100 promising teens worldwide for social impact  

Suda also leads the Missouri-Arkansas American Red Cross team called Missing Maps. Suda 

and his colleagues validate global imagery so aid workers can quickly execute when dropped 

into crisis situations. 

Suda has not yet decided where he will attend college but intends to major in computer science 

and AI. Suda has attended school in Bentonville Schools since kindergarten.
