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ALLOWED:
YES - Rips and tears are allowed above the knee if patched and showing NO skin.
YES - Holes, rips, tears AT the knee and below are allowed.
YES - Hoodies may be worn to school but the hood may NOT be worn on the head.
YES - Crocs are allowed but ALL shoes must have a strap or back.

YES - Shorts, skirts, and dresses are allowed but must be no more than FIVE inches
above the front, as well as, the back of the knee. (A ruler will be used as a guideline to
determine if the clothing is within the dress code limits.)

YES - Athletic shorts and pants are allowed as long they are within the proper length and
not revealing (no more than FIVE inches above the front, as well as, the back of the
knee).

NOT ALLOWED:

NO holes, rips, or tears are allowed in clothing that show skin at the knee & above.

NO leggings, flared leggings, jeggings, tights, bodysuits, biker shorts, swimming trunks,
or yoga tights are to be worn as pants.

NO clothing that exposes the torso (chest/abdomen/back)

NO sheer clothing (see-through).

NO clothing or jewelry related to drug use, alcohol, gangs, or suggestive language.

NO tank tops, pajamas/loungewear, slides, or bedroom slippers.

NO choker chains, wallet chains, spikes, and fishing hooks-type jewelry are allowed.

NO offensive arm bands, offensive painted or printed words, offensive signs or offensive
symbols are allowed on any attire.

NO hair curlers, combs, picks, bonnets, headscarves, or headbands.

NO halter tops, spaghetti straps, low cut tops (all tops should be at least 3 inches in width
across the shoulders).

NO head coverings including hoodies, skullcaps/skull wraps, balaclavas, sunglasses, hats,
caps, do-rags, masks, or bandanas are allowed (unless the item has been specified for an
administrator-approved dress down day).

NO flip flops or slides.

NO sunglasses (shades) are to be worn on the face, head, or around the neck.

NO gang-related clothing, signs, symbols, or tattoos are to be displayed or expressed.
NO blankets, snuggies, or wearable blankets are allowed.
