Mr. Cloud: Next on the agenda is B24-63 Mt NWA Ventures, LLC, presented by ESI. 

Mr. Rush: Thank you. Brandon Rush with ESI. This is a variance request to have some gravel 
parking for heavy equipment behind some office warehouse flexible space on Worth Lane. Happy 
to answer any questions. 

Mr. Cloud: Staff comments. 

Mrs. Christie: I want to be first on this one. I distinctly remember when we approved this piece 
of property, that there was a statement made by the developer and by the engineering firm that 
there would be nothing in the back because the structures do not have doors that go to the back. 
You don't drive through; you don't have access to that from the parking lot or anything like that, 
correct? 

Mr. Rush: There are garage doors where you can drive through to the rear. 

Mrs. Christie: Okay. But there was not going to be anything stored back there, and now you want 
to put heavy equipment on all that area that's purple? 

Mr. Rush: Yes, they have a tenant that's a construction business, and they're wanting to park 
heavy track equipment back there and their work… 

Mrs. Christie: And they're going to drive through the buildings to get to it? How are they going to 
access it?

 WHEREAS, the owner has failed, neglected, or refused to comply with the notice 
to repair, rehabilitate or to demolish and remove the Structure, and as such, the matter 
of removing the Structure may be referred to the City Council pursuant to Chapter 22 
and Chapter 91 of the Ordinances of the City of Springdale;  
 
 WHEREAS, under Ark. Code Ann. § 14-56-203 and pursuant to Chapter 22 and 
Chapter 91 of the Springdale Code of Ordinances, if repair or removal is not done within 
the required time, the Structure is to be razed (demolished) and/or removed; 
 
 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE 
CITY OF SPRINGDALE, ARKANSAS: 
 

Section 1.  That the accessory structure located at 215 W. Maple Ave., 
Springdale, Arkansas, as indicated on the attached Exhibit, is dilapidated, unsightly, and 
unsafe; and it is in the best interests of the City of Springdale to proceed with the 
removal of this dilapidated, unsightly, and unsafe accessory structure.

The manner of razing (demolishing) and removing said 
accessory structure shall be to dismantle by hand or bulldoze and then dispose of all 
debris, completely cleaning up the property to alleviate any unsightly conditions, in a 
manner consistent with the Property Maintenance Code, and all other state laws and 
regulations pertaining to the demolition or removal of structures. 
 
 Section 3.  If the aforesaid work is not commenced within ten (10) days or 
completed within thirty (30) days, the Mayor, or the Mayor’s authorized representative, 
is hereby directed to cause the aforesaid accessory structure to be razed (demolished) 
and removed and the unsafe, unsanitary and unsightly conditions abated; and, the City 
of Springdale shall have a lien upon the aforesaid described real property for the cost of 
razing (demolishing) and removing said accessory structure and abating said 
aforementioned conditions, said costs to be determined at a hearing before the City 
Council. 
 
 Section 4.  EMERGENCY CLAUSE:  The City Council hereby determines that 
the aforesaid unsafe accessory structure constitutes a continuing detriment to the public 
safety and welfare and is therefore a nuisance, and determines that unless the 
provisions of this ordinance are put into effect immediately, the public health, safety and 
welfare of the citizens of Springdale will be adversely affected.  Therefore, an 
emergency is hereby declared to exist and this ordinance begin necessary for the public 
health, safety and welfare shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and 
approval.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 6, ARTICLE III, OF 

THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF SPRINGDALE, 

ARKANSAS, TO AMEND THE DOWNTOWN SPRINGDALE 

OUTDOOR DINING DISTRICT; AND DECLARING AN 

EMERGENCY. 

 

 

WHEREAS, on August 11, 2020, the City of Springdale passed Ordinance No. 5498, which 

established the Downtown Springdale Outdoor Dining District ("the District"), pursuant to Ark. Code 

Ann. §14-54-1412, created a designated entertainment district, and set reasonable standards for the 

regulation of alcohol possession within the boundaries of the District;   

 

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 5498 granted the Public Events Committee the authority to 

review and recommend expansion of the boundaries of the District; 

 

WHEREAS, on October 11, 2022, the City of Springdale passed Ordinance No. 5772, which 

amended certain provisions of Ordinance 5498 as it relates to the District, and codified the standards and 

regulations of the District in Chapter 6, Article III, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Springdale;  

 

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that the District is in keeping with the vision 

of the Downtown Master Plan of creating an environment that a diversity of people and 

businesses are attracted to help ensure long term economic and social sustainability by 

promoting an atmosphere that highlights restaurant, entertainment, and hospitality options; and  

 

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that it is in the best interests of the City and its residents 

to amend Ordinance No. 5498, as amended by Ordinance No. 5772, and Chapter 6, Article III, of 

the Code of Ordinances of the City of Springdale subject to the regulations set forth in this 

Ordinance. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 

OF SPRINGDALE, ARKANSAS: 

 

Section 1:  Section 6-61 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Springdale is hereby 

amended so that the boundaries of the Downtown Springdale Outdoor Dining District are hereby 

amended and established within the boundaries as set forth and designated on the map that is attached 

as Exhibit A and incorporated by reference.  The Public Events Committee shall continue to have 

the authority to review and recommend expansion of the boundaries of the District, subject to the 

provisions of Ark. Code Ann. §14-54-1412(a), and this Ordinance.   

 

Section 2:  Section 6-62 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Springdale is hereby 

amended to read as follows: 

 

Sec. 6-62. - Regulations. 

 

(a) Restaurants, bars, and breweries, within the district boundaries, as well as 

vendors at special events within the district boundaries, may serve 

alcoholic beverages that may be carried out of the establishment and 

consumed within the designated boundaries of the district between the 

hours of 3:00 p.m. and 10:00 p.m. on Monday through Friday; 8:00 a.m. 

and 10:00 p.m. on Saturday; and 10:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. on Sunday, as 

long as the beverage is contained in a designated district cup provided by a 

participating business in the district. 

(b) The Springdale Public Events Committee shall have the right, at its 

discretion, to exclude Walter Turnbow Park and/or Shiloh Square any City 

park located within the district during specified times. 

(c) The boundaries of the district will be designated by signage placed on the 

sidewalk within the district. 
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(d) As needed trash and recycling receptacles will be placed at the boundaries 

of the district. 

(e) A document will be prepared showing the boundaries of the district, 

participating bars and restaurants, information regarding the regulations of 

the district, and frequently asked questions. The document will be 

available on Explore Springdale and Downtown Springdale digital 

platforms. 

(f) Participating restaurants and bars may not allow alcoholic beverages to be 

removed from the premises in glass containers and it shall be unlawful for 

any person to possess and consume alcoholic beverages in from a glass 

containers at Walter Turnbow Park and Shiloh Square, and on the streets, 

sidewalks, rights-of-way, and parking lots located within the district. 

(g) No alcoholic beverages purchased outside the district shall be allowed in 

open containers in the district. 

(h) Nothing in this ordinance shall be construed to allow any person to 

possess open containers of alcohol beverages or to consume alcoholic 

beverages in a motor vehicle. 

(i) No person shall be permitted to remove an open alcoholic beverage 

container from the district. All unfinished quantities of alcoholic 

beverages must be properly disposed of prior to the individual leaving the 

district. 

 

 Section 3: All other provisions of Ordinance No. 5498, as amended by Ordinance 

No. 5772, and codified in Chapter 6, Article III, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of 

Springdale, Arkansas, not specifically amended by this ordinance shall remain in full force and 

effect. 

 

Section 4: This Ordinance does not diminish the requirements of the Alcoholic 

Beverage Control Division of the Department of Finance and Administration concerning 

permits issued within the designated entertainment district. 

 

Section 5: Pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §14-54-1412(b)(4), the City Clerk shall, within 

ten (10) days from the passage of this Ordinance, provide notice to the Alcoholic Beverage 

Control Division of the Department of Finance and Administration of the amendment to this 

Entertainment District. 

 

Section 6: Emergency Clause.  It is hereby found and determined that the the 

Downtown Springdale Outdoor Dining District promotes hospitality and tourism by highlighting 

restaurant, entertainment, and hospitality options, and provides economic benefit to the City 

and its residents and business owners; thus the immediate passage of this Ordinance is 

necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health, safety and welfare; 

THEREFORE, it is hereby declared that an emergency exists and this ordinance, being 

necessary for the preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the citizens of Springdale, 

Arkansas, shall be in effect immediately upon its passage and approval.

It shall be unlawful to bring or consume alcoholic beverages with in a city park, 

except at events approved by the City through the Public Events Advisory 

Committee and taking place at Walter Turnbow Park within the boundaries of the 

Springdale Outdoor Dining District.  No person shall enter a park when under the 

influence of intoxicating beverages, as set forth in Ark. Code Ann. §5-71-212(a). 

 

Section 2:  All other provisions of Chapter 78 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of 

Springdale, Arkansas, not specifically amended by this Ordinance shall remain in full force and 

effect. 

 

Section 3: Emergency Clause.  It is hereby declared that an emergency exists and 

this ordinance, being necessary for the preservation of the health, safety and welfare of the 

citizens of Springdale, Arkansas, shall be in effect immediately upon its passage and approval.

LEASE AGREEMENT 

 

 THIS LEASE AGREEMENT is made and entered into by and between the City of Springdale, 

Arkansas, hereinafter referred to as “Lessor,” and Impact Ministries NWA, an Arkansas Nonprofit 

Corporation, hereinafter referred to as “Lessee.” 

 

WITNESSETH: 

1. Lease of Premises.  The Lessor, in consideration of the public advantages described 

herein, other good and valuable consideration, and the covenants and agreement to be performed by 

Lessee, does hereby let, lease and demise unto Lessee the following described premises, and 

improvements thereon, situate in Springdale, Benton County, Arkansas, to-wit: 

 

The property commonly known as 530 Sunrise Drive, Springdale, Arkansas, as well as all 

areas adjacent thereto and associated therewith, and as delineated on the attached Map 

which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.  Also known as Benton 

County Tax Parcel No. 21-00107-024 and Tax Parcel No. 21-03119-000 ("the 

Premises"). 

 

2. Term/Use.  To have and to hold the Premises unto Lessee beginning the 1st day of 

December, 2024, and ending the 30th day of November, 2027.  Thereafter, upon mutual agreement of the 

parties, this Lease may continue (under the same terms provided herein) as a month to month tenancy 

until terminated by either party.  The Lessee shall use the Premises for a church, as set forth as Use Unit 

42 in the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Springdale, Arkansas. 

 

3. Rental Amount.  The Parties agree that Lessee will pay to Lessor the sum of Two 

Thousand Dollars ($2,000.00) per month in rent during the Term of this Lease; and, Lessee also agrees to 

pay other expenses, including liability insurance, utilities, repairs, and maintenance, as more specifically 

set forth and provided herein.  Each Rental Amount payment shall be due in advance of the first (1st) day 

of each calendar month during the Lease Term or any extensions thereof, to Lessor and delivered to 

Lessor as directed in the Notice provision herein.  No Rental Amount shall be deemed late until the tenth 

(10th) day of each calendar month.  

 

4. Security Deposit.  Lessee shall not be required to pay a security deposit to Landlord.   
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5. Lessee Improvements, Maintenance, and Utilities.  Lessee agrees to: 

 

(a)  maintain the grounds of the Premises (mowing, etc.), as well as the playground area, and 

any exterior restrooms; 

 

(b) repair the interior or exterior of the building, electrical systems, plumbing, 

HVAC, roof structure, and any component, including outbuildings; 

 

(c)   be responsible for all costs associated with routine maintenance of the Premises, 

including but not limited to replacing air filters on a timely basis, replacing light 

bulbs and ballasts, replacing door knobs and closers, replacing toilet tank floats 

and handles, lubricating and cleaning; 

 

(d) be responsible for payment of all utility costs on the Premises during the term of 

this Agreement; 

 

(e) make alterations to the Premises, at Lessee's cost, to include all alterations 

needed in order to bring the Premises into compliance with all Building Codes 

and Fire Prevention Codes associated with Lessee’s use of the Premises as a 

Church (Use Unit 42 of the City’s Zoning Ordinance): 

 

(f) Any and all improvements installed or made by Lessee during the term of this 

Agreement shall become Lessor’s property upon the termination of this 

Agreement.    

 

6. Insurance.  Lessor shall provide the requisite insurance on the structure on the Premises, 

but Lessee shall be responsible for any insurance on any of Lessee’s personal property kept at the 

Premises.  Lessee shall at all times herein maintain a public liability insurance policy with coverage limits 

of $1,000,000.    

 

7. Damage or Destruction of Improvements.  It is mutually agreed that in the event that 

any of the improvements located on the Premises should be damaged by fire, windstorm, tornado, or other 

casualty to the extent that such Premises cannot be repaired, and put in condition for their intended use 

within 90 days from the happening of any of the casualties described above, then the Lessor or Lessee 

shall have the option to declare this Agreement terminated and at an end, and in that event neither of the 

parties hereto shall have any further liability under such Agreement. 

 

8. Covenant Against Liens.  Lessee shall not, by its acts, permit to exist any lien upon the 

Premises, unless such lien or claim of lien is contested by Lessee, and in such event such contest shall be 

prosecuted to a final conclusion as speedily as possible, and Lessee shall save and hold harmless Lessor 

against any and all losses and costs which may necessarily be incurred by Lessor by reason of such lien, 

and after final determination of such contest, Lessee shall fully pay and discharge any judgment resulting 

from such contest.  Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as constituting the consent or request of 

Lessor, expressed or implied, to any contractor, subcontractor, or other person or firm for the performance 

of any labor, services or materials for use on the Premises or any part thereof, and notice is hereby given 

that Lessor shall not be liable for any such labor, services or materials furnished to Lessee, nor shall any 

such liens affect the interest of Lessor in and to the Premises. 

 

9. Assignment and Subletting.  Lessee shall not assign this Agreement nor shall Lessee 

have the right to sublet the premises without the express written consent of Lessor. 

 

10. Termination of Lease.  Either party may terminate this lease by giving 30 days written 

notice to the other party.  Notice shall be deemed sufficient if made by sending such notice by regular 

mail to the party at the address specified in paragraph 14, by personal delivery, or by electronic mail. 

 

 11. Default.  The happening of any one or more of the following events shall constitute 

default by Lessee: 

 

(a) Failure to comply with the terms and provisions herein as same relate to Lessee; 

 

(b) Failure to use the Premises consistent with the purposes described in Paragraph 2 

herein, or if Lessor determines that the use of the Premises is no longer in the 

public interest as described in Paragraph 2 herein. 
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 In the event Lessor shall elect to take possession of the Premises as permitted under this 

paragraph, Lessor shall be entitled to such possession without being guilty in any manner of trespass, and 

Lessee agrees to deliver possession immediately upon demand to Lessor. 

 

 12. Hold Harmless and Indemnity.  Lessee agrees to hold Lessor harmless for any damages 

caused by, or arising from, Lessee's use and possession of the Premises, and further agrees to indemnify 

Lessor in the event any claim for damages is brought against Lessor as a result of, or arising from, 

Lessee's use and possession of the Premises.  This Agreement is in no way intended to waive the 

sovereign immunity of Lessor provided in Ark. Code Ann. §21-9-301. 

 

13. Waiver.  Failure of Lessor or Lessee to complain of any act or omission on the part of 

the other party, no matter how long the same may continue, shall not be deemed to be a waiver by said 

party of any of its rights hereunder or a waiver by Lessor or Lessee at any time, expressed or implied, of 

any breach of any provisions of this lease or a consent to any subsequent breach of the same or any other 

provision.

WHEREAS, building on the public and private investments that have been undertaken 

on both sides of the corridor, the grant will allow the city to undertake technical studies to 

evaluate safety, transit, development opportunity, quality of life, and economic development 

opportunities along the corridor and within surrounding neighborhoods.

CITY OF SPRINGDALE, ARKANSAS, THAT: the Council supports and authorizes the 

submission of an application under the Reconnecting Communities Pilot Program – Community

match (20% of total activity budget) with local funding to be provided through the general fund 

upon grant award.
