Tutorials/ MANDO

Mandatory Tutorials - “MANDO"

Any student who is failing a class on their progress report, report card, or TVCC grade check will

be required to attend mandatory tutorials (“Mando”) one day per week. Itis the student’s
responsibility to check the Mando list.

Mando Rules:

Students need to be present for Mando by 4:45 to receive attendance credit and
must stay until 6:00. Students who must leave early do not receive credit unless
approved by Administration.

No outside food or drink. Students may bring snacks from home, as is the AHS
lunch policy.

No cell phone use is allowed unless given permission by a Mando teacher.
Students are not allowed to leave the campus and return to Mando.

Students may be asked to leave Mando if they are disruptive to the learning
environment and will not receive credit for attendance.



Cell Phone Policy: Yondr Bag

e 2nd offense (+) - 2 Days of ISS, + 515 fee, & phone picked up parent/guardian.

Students are required to lock their phones upon entering the building and unlock when
exiting. Students are able to leave their phones in their car.

*PINNACLE students will have access to their phone on the TVCC campus for safety
communications. But, cell phones should remain in their Yondr bag. Students will only work on
their AHS assighed Chromebook.

AHS Tardy Policy

Students should be on time to class each day.

When you are not in the classroom for your scheduled
class, a tardy will be issued.

Students will be issued a tardy slip by the administrator
or closest office

1 tardy = 1 before/after school detention
Consequences will increase if tardys become a concern



After School Detention/ ISS

Detention may be assigned for any behavior that has caused students to
lose instructional time. Example of such behaviors are class misbehavior,
sleeping, or tardiness.

Mrs. Huffer's classroom will be the detention room. Students will remain
silent as they rewrite notes, study, work on class assignments. Mrs. Risko
will run the detention.

A student removed due to misbehavior will be assigned ISS.

A PINNACLE student serving ISS should go directly to the ISS room when
on the AHS campus. A lunch will be provided for all students in ISS and
one will be waiting when students return from TVCC. Teachers have been
provided with a TVCC bus schedule and tardy times. A student tardy to
ISS will be assigned further consequences.

“Free Bird"” Status

Students who have a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher with TVCC and
Athens High School the spring semester of their junior year, fall semester
of senior year, and spring semester of senior year may be considered for
free status.

Students must have accumulated their 20 hours of community service
the semester prior to applying.

Students must be in good behavioral standing with administration.
Students must apply each qualifying semester for “Free Bird" status.
Free status gives students extra privileges and responsibilities. Freebird
students are positive role models and exemplars of community service,
attendance, organization, and discipline.

Only “Free Birds" have access to the TVCC Starbucks or vending
machines.

Students violating “Free Bird" status will be assigned an appropriate
consequence; detention, ISS, ect.
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
