GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS 2021-2022
Columbus Community High School
Graduation from Columbus Community High School is by accumulation of credits.  52 credits will be required for graduation. Each course meets five times a week for one semester providing one semester credit.

In addition, the following credits required are by state law and/or board policy:

English - 8 credits

· MUST pass English 1, English 2, OR its transferred equivalent
Mathematics – 6 credits

· MUST have a passing grade in Algebra I
Physical Education – 4 credits

· A total of 8 credits may be accumulated; anything after that may be non-credit
Science - 6 credits

Social Studies - 6 credits

· MUST have 1 credit in Government
· MUST have 1 credit in U.S. History I and U.S. History II
Courses for graduation required by state law include:

Students are responsible for
· Meeting all requirements for graduation and are advised to check on their progress at intervals in their school careers.
· Selecting high school courses that meet college entrance requirements for their


college choices (4 year college = RAI approved).
· Loss of credit due to repeating courses they have successfully completed (unless the course can be taken more than once)

Credit Status

At Columbus Community High School, the following credits are required to achieve student grade level status:

Freshman = 0-13 credits

Sophomore = 14-26 credits

Junior = 27- 39 credits

Senior = 40 - 52 credits

Students who have not earned the required credits will remain at their current grade level until such time that they have passed enough classes to earn the next level.

Regents Admission Index

“The Regent Admission Index combines four factors that predict college success: ACT/SAT test score, high school rank, grade-point average, and the number of completed core courses. An index score of 245 or above is one of the requirements for Iowa high school students to be automatically admitted to Iowa State University, the University of Northern Iowa, and the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences at The University of Iowa.”

As you look through this course catalog, please be aware of the “RAI accepted” and “NOT RAI accepted” note at the bottom of each class description for core classes. RAI approved means that the course will be accepted as an English, Math, Science, Social Studies, or Foreign Language credit towards admission to one of the three states colleges. It is also a good indicator of which classes will be accepted to fulfill core requirements at other four year colleges.
Students planning on attending a four year college right out of high school should make sure they are taking RAI accepted courses in the four core and foreign language areas.
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
