Background

Caroline Barry Russell graduated from Greeneville High School in 1958. Mrs. Russell
earned her Bachelor’s Degree and Master’s Degree from East Tennessee State University
and dedicated her career to the Greeneville City Schools. She served as a beloved
educator at Greeneville Middle School for 28 years.

In 2022, her family established the Caroline Russell Memorial Scholarship to honor her
legacy of service and provide post-secondary scholarship assistance to future Greeneville
High School graduates entering the field of education.



Eligibility Guidelines

The Caroline Russell Memorial Scholarship is a $1,000 scholarship awarded based on
academic achievement, future goals in the field of education, community service, and
financial need.

Students applying for the Caroline Russell Memorial Scholarship must be matriculating
seniors in the spring of the application date and planning to enroll in Tusculum University,
East Tennessee State University, or the University of Tennessee, Knoxville, with the
intent to study education, and have attained at least a 3.2 GPA in high school.
