KSHSAA Sportsmanship/Citizenship - Rule 52
Section 1 - General Regulations (apply to grades 7-12)
Art. 1: SPORTSMANSHIP is a general way of thinking and behaving. 
The following sportsmanship policy items are listed below for 
clarification:

a. Be courteous to all (participants, coaches, officials, staff and fans).
b. Know the rules, abide by and respect the official’s decisions.
c. Win with character and lose with dignity.
d. Display appreciation for good performance regardless of the team.
e. Exercise self-control and reflect positively upon yourself, team and 

school.
f. Permit only positive sportsmanlike behavior to reflect on your 

school or its activities.

ARTIFICIAL NOISEMAKERS
Artificial noisemakers (including megaphones, cow bells, thunder 
sticks, air horns, sirens, etc.) are not to be used and bands are not to 
play (including the beating of drums) while the game is in progress 
(for football, this means once the ball is spotted for the next 
play), indoors or outdoors.

KSHSAA Ejection Policy Implemented – June 16-17, 2021 Modified 
– November 17-18, 2021
Any participant (player, coach, spectator) who is ejected for making 
contact with an official, who is ejected for unsporting behavior 
directed toward an official, or who negatively confronts an official 
following a contest, shall be subject to a non-appealable suspension 
from the next contest at that level and for all contests at any level 
(in that activity) until the suspension has been served. Local school 
leadership may levy additional sanctions as they deem appropriate.
