e Our "hug zone"”- |ocated in the staff parking lot where you may park and walk your child to the
crosswalk — closes promptly at 7:35 a.m. If you arrive at or after 7:35 a.m., please use the car
lane closest to the sidewalk to drop off your child.

e School begins at 7:40 a.m., and students must be in their classrooms by the bell to be
considered on time. We strongly encourage all families to aim for arrival by 7:30 a.m. to ensure
a calm and productive start to the day.

Timely arrival has a direct and positive impact on student learning, focus, and confidence. Our Student
Services team will be closely monitoring attendance and will reach out to schedule attendance
meetings if needed.

We're also excited to share that our Dual Language Program continues to grow! This year, we are proud
to offer Spanish-English dual language classrooms from Pre-K through 5th grade. This innovative
program continues to support biliteracy and academic achievement, essential skills for success in a
global society.

Finally, we want to thank you, families, for your continued support and partnership. Your involvement
plays a vital role in creating a strong foundation for lifelong learning and student achievement. We look
forward to a school year filled with meaningful learning, shared success, and continued excellence at
Cannella Elementary.

Campus Opening: Parents and Guardians may walk their children to class on the first day of school,
Monday, August 11%. We are asking that only Kindergarten & 1<t Grade Parents and Guardians walk
their children Tuesday, August 12%. Beginning Wednesday, August 13%, we will continue our
CLOSED CAMPUS protocol. This means that parents will drop off at designated locations. Staff
members will be stationed (as always) around campus to guide our students to class. These
procedures are in place to limit access points and ensure student and family safety. This process will
allow us to know who is on campus in the event of an emergency. We are grateful for your support
with this effort. Please join us for Meet the Teacher so you may visit your child’s classroom.

Closed Campus: Beginning Wednesday, August 13", we will be continuing our CLOSED CAMPUS
protocol. This means that parents will drop off their children at designated drop off locations. Staff
will guide students to class. There are designated “hug zones” where parents may say goodbye
prior to their children walking to class independently. These procedures are in place to limit access
points and ensure student and family safety. This process will allow us to know who is on campus in
the event of an emergency. We are grateful for your support with this effort.

Teacher Assignments: Check the label on the postcard mailed home late July/early August for your
child’s teacher’s name. Placements are all temporary until fall unit adjustments are finalized by
the district.

Communication: The main way for us to communicate with families is through the student planners
and through text messages/emails from Thrillshare (formerly ParentLink), or preferred teacher text or
online tool. Please be sure that you check your child’s planner nightly and/or Canvas page. Also, it
is important you update your phone number in the main office and with your child’s teacher to be
sure you are receiving up to date information.

AM/PM HOST: There will be a camera and a buzzer at the end of the sidewalk. Adults must show
their identification in the camera and will be buzzed in to sign in and sign out their students in the
cafeteria.




Village Hill Road Gate: This gate has been closed permanently.

Identification: All visitors MUST have a photo ID in order to enter the campus. A Driver’s License,
Passport or Permanent Resident Card is accepted. For safety reasons, there will be no exceptions to
this rule.

Tardy Sign-In: Students are expected to be signed in by an adult. STUDENTS should NOT be
dropped off in front of the office and left unattended. The door is locked and the driveway is full of
traffic. These conditions create an unsafe environment for children. Any students will be marked tardy
thatis notin their assigned classroom by 7:40 AM. It is very important students are on time. We want
all students to have a positive start to their day and not miss morning announcements and
instruction.

Student Sign-Out: A picture ID is required for all student sign-outs. Only adults listed on the
Emergency Card or adults permitted via email may sign out a student. Student sign-out is stopped
30 minutes before dismissal for safety and instructional reasons. This would be 12:25 PM on
Monday and 1:25 PM Tuesday-Friday.

Dismissal Changes: Parents must notify the school office in writing regarding any change in the
student’s normal transportation. For safety reason, changes over the phone cannot be accepted.

Volunteers/Chaperones: Hillsborough County Public Schools (HCPS) requires all volunteers and
community partners to complete the HCPS Volunteer Application annually. Please visit
https://www.hillsboroughschools.org/volunteer to complete the volunteer application and for the
most up-to-date information.

Uniforms: See the uniform policy in the first day packet.

School Wide Discipline Policy: Cannella is a Positive Behavior Intervention & Supports School
(PBIS). A parent brochure will be given to parents at Meet the Teacher.

Birthday Celebrations: Parents may drop off store bought cupcakes. It is very important that
cupcakes are store bought and unopened to ensure safety. The cupcakes must be dropped off by
10:00AM so that instruction is not disturbed. We cannot call the classroom. All treats will be delivered
to the lunchroom before lunch starts. Balloons, flowers, photos, etc. are not allowed. The birthday
boy/girl will pass out the treat during lunch time. These celebrations will only take place in the
lunchroom and not in the classrooms. Lastly, invitations are not allowed to be handed out unless
there is an invitation for every student in the class.

Lunch with students: Please note currently, we do not offer on-campus lunch visits for parents and
guardians. We appreciate your understanding as we continue to prioritize student safety and a
focused learning environment.

Deliveries for students: Backpacks and other items brought to the office after 7:40AM will be
brought to the classroom by a staff member. Lunchboxes will be delivered to the cafeteria before
10:00AM so they will be available during the student’s lunch time. Students will be called to the
office for emergencies only in order to not disturb instruction or pull other students from class.

Absences: Student absences must be reported by an adult on the day of the absence by 8:40AM.

Primer dia de clases: Lunes 11 de agosto -Salida Temprana, Estudiantes salen a las 12:55 p.m.

Noche de conferencias 1: jueves 25 de septiembre 3:10-7:10 p.m.

Apertura del Campus: Los padres y tutores pueden llevar a sus hijo(a)s a clase el primer dia, lunes 11 de agosto.
Estamos pidiendo que solo los padres y tutores de kindergarten y 1er grado caminen a sus hijo(a)s el martes 12 de
agosto. A partir del miércoles 13 de agosto, continuaremos con nuestro protocolo de CAMPUS CERRADO. Esto
significa que los padres dejaran a sus nifios en las entradas indicadas. Los miembros del personal estarén estacionados
(como siempre) alrededor del campus para guiar a nuestros estudiantes a clase.

Llegada por la maiana: El portén de la linea de vehiculos se cerrara a las 7:39 a.m. puntualmente. Si el portén esté
cerrado por favor estaciénese por la oficina y entre con su nifio para marcar que su nifio esta tarde. Es importante tener
en cuenta que nuestra "zona de abrazos", el 4drea en el estacionamiento del personal donde se estaciona camina con
su hijo hasta el cruce peatonal (durante la llegada), cierra a las 7:35 a.m. Si llega a las 7:35 a.m. o mas tarde, use la linea
de automoéviles (solo el carril interior) para dejar a su hijo(a).

Maestro(a) Asignados: Consulte la etiqueta en la parte posterior de la postal que serd enviada a casa a fines de
julio/principios de agosto para ver el nombre del maestro de su hijo. Las colocaciones son todas temporales hasta
que el distrito finalice los ajustes de las unidades de otofio.

Salida temprana: Se requiere una identificacién con foto cuando quiera buscar a sus nifios temprano. Solo los adultos
que figuran en la Tarjeta de Emergencia o adultos con permiso por escrito pueden buscar estudiantes. La salidas
tempranas se detiene 30 minutos antes del despido por razones de seguridad e instruccidn. Esto seria a las 12:25 PM
dellunesyala 1:25 PM de martes a viernes.

Cambios de salida: Los padres de familia deben notificar a la oficina de la escuela por escrito sobre cualquier cambio
en el transporte normal del estudiante. Por razones de seguridad, no se pueden aceptar cambios por teléfono
(Cédigo de Conducta Estudiantil de HCPS).

Celebraciones de Cumpleanos: Padresy tutores pueden traer “cupcakes” o pastelitos comprados en la tienda. Es muy
importante que los “cupcakes” se compren en la tienda y estén sellados. Los “cupcakes” deben dejarse antes de las
10:00 a.m. para que no se interrumpa la instruccién. No podemos llamar el aula. Todas las golosinas se entregaran en
el comedor antes que comience el almuerzo. No se permiten globos, flores, fotos, etc. El cumpleafiero repartira la
golosina durante la hora del almuerzo. Estas celebraciones solo tendran lugar en el comedor y no en el salén.
Finalmente, invitaciones de fiestas de cumpleafios solo podran repartirse en el salén, si todos los comparieros del salén
recibirdn una invitacién.

Almuerzo con estudiantes: Tenga en cuenta que, en este momento, no se permiten visitas de padres o tutores para
almorzar en el campus. Agradecemos su comprension mientras continuamos dando prioridad a la seguridad de los
estudiantes y a un ambiente de aprendizaje enfocado.

Entregas para estudiantes: Las mochilas y otros articulos que se traigan a la oficina después de las 7:40 a.m. serén
llevados al saldn de clases por un miembro del personal. Las loncheras se entregarén en la cafeteria antes de las 10:00



a.m. para que estén disponibles durante el horario de almuerzo del estudiante. Los estudiantes solo serén llamados a la
oficina en caso de emergencia, con el fin de no interrumpir la instruccién ni sacar a otros estudiantes de clase.
